About the Project
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The Project Description

Almost all people all over the world are highly affected at differ-

ent degrees by stereotypes. Stereotypes make a direct or indi-

rect i mpact on oneds perception
sponse to other people as well. However, stereotypes have al-

ways been a sensitive and controversial issue that people avoid

talking about and fear to discuss.

Stereotypes are not usually true because they are based on

grossly exaggerated generalizations or false assumptions. Even
though some people pretend that
when they dealing with others, they actually keep them in mind

and count on them.

In this project, we hope to raise this sensitive issue in a friendly
way and therefore change these negative false images of peo-
ple around the world. We also look forward to strengthening the
ties of friendship among people in the global community by
bridging the cultural gap.

Students, in the Debunk Stereotypes Project, collect data about
the cultural stereotypes of their countries through interviewing
students and people from other countries, searching the Inter-
net, and discussing with their friends. In a later stage, they verify
the accuracy and credibility of those stereotypes and then de-
fend them. They may do a small-scale research to verify the in-
formation they have collected. Students are supposed to set up
a blog in which they post all the news and products, and show
their progress in regard to the project.
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Project Aim and Objectives

The Debunk Stereotypes Project aims at strengthening
the ties of friendship among people all over the world
through creating more understanding among them.

better way
6. To exchange views and opinions in regard to
stereotypes
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What should we do?

Pre - Project Activity

Each group has a discussion in the project forum where
they post there news and share their works with other
participants. Each group is supposed to post a photo of
the group and a brief introduction to themselves and
their school. The purpose of this activity is that the par-
ticipants get acquainted to each other.

Our Own Blog

Each group has to set up their own blog as it is sup-

posed to be the place for their final project. At every

stage of the project, participants are asked to post

something in regard to the proje

Who Are We?

Each group post an introduction to its country, school,
and members of the group to their own blog. Students
can give general information about their countries such
as how big it is, where it is located, etc. The post can be
in the form of text, picture, audio, or video. Tutorials on
making and editing videos will be provided in the pro-
ject website.
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How People See Us
Each group carries out a thorough search for their coun-
try stereotypes. They can interview people from other
@ groups. They can search the Internet for such things.
They can discuss that among themselves. Later, they
post a brief of the stereotypes they have found to their
blog. This brief can be in the form of text, audio, or
video.

The Fixed Image

Each group verify the mistaken and exaggerated stereo-

types. They look for proofs from the real life to fix the
@ image and convince people about the real facts. Then

they post it to their blog in the form of text, audio, or

video.

The Project Website

A website dedicated for the project will be set up before
the beginning of the project. It will cover all the events
and news in regard to the project. There will be links to
all the blogs related to the project. Moreover, relevant
tutorials will be available for students and teachers on
how to start a blog and how to edit a video. A summary
of all the final products of all the participants will be
made and uploaded to the website.
